Stephen Leckenby serves as Director of Giant Cow Ministries, an organization
that has served young people across North America with the message that Jesus can
be a best friend who will never leave us, condemn us, or forsake us.

He, his wife Carissa, and daughters Ella (13) and Lucy (3) live in Mukilteo,
Washington, just north of Seattle. They are also expecting a little boy to join the
family in April of 2023. The Leckenbys are enthusiastic members and participants at
Sonrise Christian Center in Everett, WA, where Stephen serves as worship leader and
men’s ministries facilitator. Stephen is also the owner / operator of LECK INC.
(www.Lecklnc.com,) a creative agency supporting the brand development and digital
marketing needs of small to medium sized businesses.

Growing up in a small church as a pastor’s kid, Stephen is no stranger to
ministry. At an early age, he found himself singing, acting and volunteering for all
kinds of things in and around the church because him Mom and Dad “volun-told”
him to. However, this planted the seeds for what has become a lifetime of ministry.

In 2004, Stephen took the reins of Children’s Conferences International which
would rebrand in 2013 to Giant Cow Ministries. During this time, Stephen and team
have traversed the United States, journeyed to Canada and Central America, and
ministered to over 50,000 young people and families. Often asked where the name
came from, Stephen explained, “It was really just a creative moment that captured
big fun. But we soon saw a deeper meaning, that of teaching young people the milk
and the meat of God’s Word”.

Stephen was asked why he has been so focused on ministering specifically to
kids and young people. Stephen shared that, “It has taken me quite a few years to
understand the biggest part of my calling to work with young people, that being
impressing upon each one of them the importance of a REAL relationship with Jesus.
This relationship is not just about following rules and "being good." It is about
understanding how much Jesus has done for them, for me, and living a life of love
and worship BACK TO HIM because of what He has done...and keeps on doing!”

In addition to ministering to young people, Stephen has served and toured as a
musician. This has included touring with choral and gospel groups, writing original
music for kids productions and making a number of stops as a worship leader.
